
Family Time: Off‐site family Ɵme is earned based upon posiƟve 
behavior and interacƟons with others and will be arranged at 
least one day in advance by your child. It is important that your 
child has direct supervision by a parent/guardian at all Ɵmes 
while off site. Family Ɵme can be taken: 7am – 8:00pm on Sat‐
urdays and 7:00am – 7:00pm on Sundays 
 
 
Phone Calls: Youth can make or receive one phone call per day 
to individuals placed on the visiƟng list.  If a youth needs to 
make addiƟonal phone calls for communicaƟon/business pur‐
poses, these are arranged by their case managers.  
 
 

GENERAL INFORMATION 

Personal Property: You and your child will be provided with a 
list of allowed items at intake and request that personal be‐
longings be kept to a minimum. Please do not bring in expen‐
sive or items of great value. Property will be searched and in‐
ventoried. We request that residents do not share, give away, 
sell or trade their personal property. If items are reported sto‐
len, we will do our best to recover the item, but Harkins House 
is not responsible for lost or stolen items. 
 
Your child will do their own laundry and we will provide deter‐
gents. In general, a one‐week supply of clothing is sufficient.  
Workout clothing and a swimsuit is also recommended for 
ouƟngs to the community center. 
 
Please do not bring in clothing, belt buckles, or jewelry de‐
picƟng/glamorizing drugs, alcohol, tobacco, gangs, firearms, 
sexually explicit material, or innuendo. 

Toiletries:  Please bring in these items for your child: 
 Toothbrush/toothpaste 
 Razors 
 Shampoo/CondiƟoner 
 Deodorant 
 Feminine Hygiene Items 
 
Harkins House will provide sheets, blankets and towels to 
youth.   
 
MedicaƟon: If your child takes medicaƟon it will be checked in 
by staff. We will need wriƩen instrucƟons from the prescribing 
doctor.  All medicaƟon will be dispensed according to the in‐
strucƟons on the container.  Parents are responsible for refill‐
ing prescripƟons.  Over‐the‐counter medicine must be new 
and unopened when brought to the program. 
 
Assistance: Residents without the resources to provide cloth‐
ing and toiletries may receive help from the program.  Some 
clothing is available to be borrowed, based on the immediate 
need of the resident.

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OUR PROGRAM 
Harkins House is a residenƟal program adjusted to meet the 
individual needs of your child. We will collaborate with you 
and your child to develop goals to work on while they are in 
our program that are geared toward prevenƟng them from 
further involvement in the juvenile system. Harkins House staff 
understand it is stressful having your child away from home 
while they are involved with the Juvenile Court. While this is 
difficult, it is our goal to encourage parents or guardians to be 
involved with case planning and major decisions regarding 
your child. 
 
What to Expect 
The Judge can make your child eligible for placement at 
Harkins House at court. If your child is a good fit for our pro‐
gram an intake will be scheduled for the youth, parents/
guardians, Juvenile Counselor and a Harkins House case man‐
ager. 
We will encourage and support your child’s involvement in all 
aspects of our program since it is vital to their future success.   
 
VisiƟng   
Parents, legal guardians, aƩorneys, clergy and other significant 
adults can be allowed to visit on‐site, and a list of approved 
visitors will be developed at intake. Unfortunately, siblings and 
relaƟves aged 13‐20 may not visit due to the confidenƟality of 
the other residents.   
VisiƟng hours are daily from 3:00pm – 7:00pm except for 
Wednesday and Friday when visiƟng hours are 4:00pm – 
7:00pm.  Visitors are advised to call prior to visiƟng to make 
sure the youth are not off‐site and ensure we have space.  
When you visit:    
 Check in with the front desk.  
 VisiƟng takes place downstairs in idenƟfied areas.   
 Please avoid giving your child access to electronic devices, 

outside food, drinks, gum or candy.  
 Service Animals are permiƩed inside the facility (please get 

prior approval). 
 No weapons of any kind are allowed in the facility. 
 

OUR SERVICES 
On‐site School:  Your child will be enrolled in the Hillsboro 
School District and parƟcipate in educaƟonal programming.  
This may include on‐site school, GED preparaƟon, post‐

educaƟonal or vocaƟonal acƟviƟes.  School programming is 
tailored to your child’s needs. 
 
Counseling: Harkins House offers opportuniƟes for individual 
counseling on‐site with Graduate Level Interns. Referrals may 
be made to outside community agencies for treatment. This 
may include family counseling, mental health services, psycho‐
logical evaluaƟons and/or drug and alcohol treatment.  
 
Groups:  Your child will parƟcipate in daily groups to improve 
their ability to make beƩer choices and manage emoƟons, so 
they are beƩer equipped to be successful in the community 
and avoid further involvement in the jusƟce system. Some of 
the groups we offer are: Thinking for a Change, OpƟons to An‐
ger, Boy’s Council and Girls Circle, Life Skills, Trauma Informed 
Yoga and Mindfulness.  
 
RecreaƟonal AcƟviƟes: EducaƟonal and recreaƟonal ouƟngs in 
the community are important for your child during their stay 
at Harkins House and are geared towards exposure to pro‐
social acƟviƟes.  
 
The Harkins House Farm 2 Fork Program (F2F): Part of the ed‐
ucaƟon program, your child will have the chance to explore 
the world of culinary arts and gardening at a local, 25‐acre 

farm. Among other things, the F2F program aims to help youth 
learn how to grow food and cook delicious recipes from their 
harvest.  In accordance with Federal civil rights law and U.S. Depart‐
ment of Agriculture (USDA) civil rights regulaƟons and policies, the 
USDA, its Agencies, offices, and employees, and insƟtuƟons parƟci‐
paƟng in or administering USDA programs are prohibited from dis‐
criminaƟng based on race, color, naƟonal origin, sex, disability, age, 
or reprisal or retaliaƟon for prior civil rights acƟvity in any program 
or acƟvity conducted or funded by USDA  
 Parental ParƟcipaƟon: As a program we recognize the im‐
portance of parental input, involvement and support.  It is vital 
that parents and family support networks work together with 
the program to provide youth the greatest chance at success. 
We rely on par‐
ents to conƟnue 
providing support 
for the needs of 
their child (i.e. 
provide transpor‐
taƟon to appoint‐
ments, aƩend 
court hearings 
and assist with 
medical needs). 
 
Rules  
The goal of Harkins House is to provide everyone with a safe 
environment.  With Ɵme in the program, they will become 
more familiar with the daily structure and expectaƟons.  Major 
rules are discussed at intake and your child will be provided 
with a handbook outlining rules and expectaƟons. We encour‐
age parents or guardians to ask any quesƟons regarding rules 
and/or consequences their child receives. 
 
IncenƟves 
Harkins House uses a level system to encourage posiƟve be‐
havior and interacƟon. Each day your child will have the op‐
portunity to earn points towards progressing through the level 
system and earn incenƟves such as STARS, extra off‐site family 
Ɵme, phone calls and other incenƟves.
