Aloha Inn - Background
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• In December of 2019, the Washington County Board of Commissioners 
set the goal of building at least 100 units of Permanent Supportive 
Housing (PSH) to address the growing houseless crisis. 

• In January of 2021, the Housing Authority of Washington County 
purchased the Aloha Inn hotel located at 3333 SW 198th Ave in Aloha.

• Metro’s affordable Housing Bond is funding the purchase and renovation 
work.  

• A complete renovation of the project is underway converting 54 units 
into studio apartments with kitchens. New offices, laundry facilities, 
community spaces and new fire protection system are part of the 
renovation work. 

• The property will be managed in a collaborative partnership between 
service providers, property management and HAWC.



Aloha Inn – Participants
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• Service Providers will provide a variety of wrap-around services 
including case management, mental health treatment and referral, 
housing stabilization, and community/social engagement. 

• Property will be staffed 24/7.

• Participant eligibility: Adults; under 30% AMI; with a disability or 
health condition; documented homelessness in the past 12 
months. 

• Rents will be subsidized by Regional Long-term Rent Assistance 
(RLRA) with participants paying 28.5% of their adjusted gross 
income.
