Our Significant Natural Resources: A Focused Look at Fish and Wildlife Habitat project is following the state-required process for Goal 5: KEEP IT SIMPLE

LUBA said we had to follow the current Goal 5 process (OAR Div 23) - our original program - adopted in the 1980’s - was under Div 16 rules, which were simper...
So this is the current Goal 5 process
This graphic shows the three main steps and our general time line for accomplishing these steps
beginning with the inventory step where natural resources are identified. Because this is an update, we don’t necessarily need to start at the beginning.  At this Board’s direction, our process starts at the determination of significance phase. I will give a few more details a bit later in this presentation. 
As the inventory work is complete, we’ll then move on to step 2 – the ESEE analysis- or the Show your work phase.
This is where we identify the major types of land uses that could conflict with the natural resources and do some analysis. This analysis, called an ESEE which stands for Economic, Social, Environmental and Energy considers the positive and negative  impacts of allowing, limiting or prohibiting conflicting land uses within the significant resource area through the various lens or perspectives of each of the ESEE categories.
The final step is taking that analysis, weighing and balancing those impacts and developing the policies and regulations that make up the Goal 5 program. 
The rough timeline on the right shows the estimate of when will be working on the various steps in the process. You can see that some of this steps overlap and it is a bit iterative.

This map shows the urban area of Washington County. With the tan color showing the incorporated or city areas and the blue and orange encompassing the urban unincorporated area or study area. The blue area what we call the map refinement area is where we are doing the bulk of mapping and analysis internally and was part of the originally inventory work the county did in the 1980s.  and the orange areas or new community plan areas that cities have done their Goal 5 planning.

We started with the County's 1980’s inventory and the Metro 2005 inventory. We were not doing any new inventory mapping - did not have time or funding or direction from Board for that.

Here’s a comparison the County and Metro maps of the SNRs for the Bethany area

The County’s SNR map is on the left with the water-related Riparian habitat in blue and the Wildlife Habitat in green. The Metro map is to the right. These resources are Upland Habitat in shades of Green and Riparian in shades of Blue. The Metro SNRs are classified based on their quality of habitat, which the County’s maps do not contain that level of detail. 

Our consultant team has worked to combine these maps through our ArcGis computer system so that we will have one consolidated map of SNRs that will be evaluated. 
Once the maps were consolidated, we relied on the Metro Riparian habitat layer v. the County’s as it is required for Compliance with Title 13. This also shifted some of the County’s mapped WH to Riparian Habitat and there was considerable overlap with Metro’s Upland Wildlife Habitat Class A and B..

The intention would be to provide a clear and objective maximum allowance for a disturbance area for detached housing and middle housing, which means that “sufficient building land” would have to be defined in a measurable way. This is typically done by identifying an area of up to X square feet of land which is outside of the habitat area (and other setbacks) and which has specific minimum dimensions.

Why would Tree Retention and Replacement regulations only apply to areas outside the verified Riparian Habitat boundary? 
The mapping done by the County and Metro was largely based on aerial photographs that focused on tree coverage for upland habitat areas, and stream and floodplain data and adjacent tree coverage for riparian habitat areas. Typically, trees are found throughout those areas. However, the trees within the verified Riparian Habitat boundary are, with few exceptions, regulated by CWS. Because of this, the County’s regulations will only apply to trees within the Habitat Boundary outside the area covered by CWS (verified Riparian Habitat boundary).

The County's current standards require mitigation for Wildlife Habitat, but they are subjective and inconsistent. The code concept is to provide a clear and objective method of calculating mitigation. 
 
Metro Title 13 has different requirements for Upland Habitat on lands that were added to the UGB after December 28, 2005, and the findings in the ESEE will differ for different conflicting use categories. Therefore, the percentage of Tree Value points that would be required to be protected will likely need to differ between the two categories on the map. The percentage of the total Tree Value points that must be maintained on a site is still to be determined; however, it could be on the order of something like the following:
